Daily Schedule and Locations

The Cops & Kids Summer Camp will run from 9:00
am to 3:30 pm Monday through Friday for one
week.

Each camp session is limited to (50) fifty campers. The
Cops & Kids Camp is filled on a first come first serve
basis, so apply early.

Out of the City applications are accepted, however
the applicant will be placed on a waiting list, and will
be contacted to attend if the camp session does not
reach the maximum number of campers.
Out of City residents must provide their transportation
to the camp site.

Cops & Kids with CitiParks

Upon arrival on the first day the camp,
campers will be divided up into squads
and assigned to a police officer squad leader.

The campers will begin the day with physical
fitness training, (stretching, calisthenics).

A nutritious breakfast and lunch is provided.

Each day campers will follow a different
schedule of activities and workshops. One
activity is the Round Robin where they will
interact with City of Pittsburgh Public Safety
personnel (SWAT, Bomb Squad, K9 (with
their dogs), Crime Unit, Fire, Narcotics, and
EMS).

Leadership/Teamwork Skills: Jr. Squad
leaders will have the opportunity to
organize and lead their squad through the
daily activities. Campers will participate in
competitive games and team building
activities (kickball, relay races, dodge ball,
obstacle courses, swimming, etc.)

On Friday there is a Graduation Ceremony
and Field Trip for each session.

Additional money for the field trip is optional
for campers.

Transportation: Pick up times and location
will be coordinated after all applications have
been received. First pick ups generally begin
at 8:00 am.
