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Greenfield Bridge Demolition – General Implosion Parameters*

· Demolition will be performed by a qualified blaster licensed in the Pennsylvania. 
· Blasting plans will be announced through public media; identifying date and time of day, describe the public alert and warning system, and specific site evacuation needs and setting of restricted areas during blasting.
· Residents and business owners located within 1000 feet of blasting operations will be notified and apprised of the blasting signals that will be used to warn of the blasting.
· Target date for the implosion is December 28th.
· Blasting will be permitted only between the hours of 9:00 AM and 7:00 PM.
· No blasting will be permitted unless all conditions for the safe and successful demolition of the structure can be met.
· Final approval for blasting will be granted by the City of Pittsburgh and the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation a maximum of 12 hours prior to blasting.
· If weather conditions or other emergency conditions make blasting unsafe, or for other reasons not feasible at the approved time and date, an alternate date time will be selected based on discussions between the contractor, the City and PennDOT.
· Pre and post-blast property surveys will be conducted on all structures within 500 feet of the blasting operations for the purpose of conducting inspections and taking photos.
· The contractor will obtain permission from the building owners and occupants for entry. The contractor will not enter without written permission from the owner.
· The inspection will document the physical condition of the structure, document existing damage and other factors (both inside and outside) that could be affected by blasting.
· Assess condition of appurtenances such as cables, transmission lines and water systems.
· The survey will be conducted in the presence of a representative of the property owner(s).
