1. This organization makes sure beautiful blossoms can be found “hanging around” Pittsburgh all summer long.
·  (4 points) Name this organization: Western Pennsylvania Conservancy 

2. Always seeking to serve the City of Pittsburgh and all of Allegheny County, this public institution teamed up with Penn State University to use its green roof as a testing and monitoring station, demonstrating the benefits of green roofs.
·  (4 points) Name this institution: Allegheny County (Courthouse)
· (1 point) Name the location of two other public/ private green roofs in Downtown Pittsburgh: Highmark Fifth Avenue Place, Heinz 57 Center/Gimbels Building, David Lawrence Convention Center, Mellon Square (Any two are acceptable)

3. After a winter-long sit-in from residents occupying Pittsburgh, this urban green is closed for reconstruction; however, its neighboring plaza - named after one of Pittsburgh’s key industries - is holding strong and open daily to the public.
·  (4 points) Name the two Plazas:  US Steel Plaza and Mellon Green 
· (1 bonus point) Name the street separating the two Plazas: Sixth Street 

4. After a few long years of renovations, this historic Smithfield Street green roof will soon be open to the public.
·  (4 points) Name this park plaza: Mellon Square
· (1 bonus point) Name 3 retailers under this green roof: Pittsburgh Parking Authority, GNC, Port Authority of Allegheny County, Cartridge World, AAA (Any three are acceptable)

5. Not having much space on the ground, this prominent Pittsburgh organization decided to take gardening to new heights, creating the largest vertical garden in the country.  
·  (4 points) Name this organization: PNC Bank

6. Much like the other organizations in this block, this bit of urban agriculture enjoys taking center stage. But you may get the feeling that this plaza is keeping an eye on you… 
·  (4 points) Name this plaza: Agnes R Katz Plaza (“Eyeball Park”)
·  (1 bonus point) Across the street in this neighboring plaza, the trees have a secret that keep them in full bloom all year long.  What’s the Pittsburgh secret that keeps these trees flowering all year long?: They’re fake – The trees are a bronze tree art instillation, “Magnolia’s for Pittsburgh” by Tony Tasset. 
· (1 bonus point) Name the type of trees the above plaza is famous for: Magnolia

7. By refinishing this park with an old-world European feel, Mayor Ravenstahl proved it’s hip to be “square” in this busy urban plaza.  
·  (4 points) Name this plaza: Market Square 
· [bookmark: _GoBack](1 bonus point) This adjacent plaza doesn’t have much green, but many young Pittsburgher’s enjoy cooling off in the unique fountain surrounded by the black glass of this “crystal palace”.  What prominent Pittsburgh company owns this plaza?: PPG – Pittsburgh Glass 

8. This state park has played a key role in Pittsburgh’s history.
·  (4 points) Name this park: Point State Park
· (1 bonus point) What happened at this park that makes it important to Pittsburgh?: Pittsburgh’s was first formed here at Fort Pitt. 
· (1 bonus point) Name the museum in this park: Fort Pitt Museum 
· (1 bonus point) Most “Burgher’s” know this park by its nickname. What’s this park’s nickname?: The Point
