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Pittsburgh Initiative to Reduce Crime (PIRC) RESPONSE

PITTSBURGH:

On Thursday, July 05, 2012 the Pittsburgh Bureau of Police along with Allegheny
County Adult and Juvenile Probation and State Parole conducted a PIRC response in the
North Side area. The initiative was conducted in response to several shootings in the
North side and the recent homicide on Buena Vista Street which claimed the lives of 21-
year-old Matthew Burton and 15-year-old Deondre Kenney.

The PIRC response consisted of proactive patrols, warrant service attempts, and
compliance checks in several North Side neighborhoods. The PIRC Response resulted in
the arrest of 6 persons and the seizure of 4 firearms.

e Zachary Threats, age 34, and Marquis Dennis, age 31, were arrested outside of
1630 Sandusky Street. Threats was charged with firearms not to be carried
without a license, former convict not to own a firearm, receiving stolen property,
and possession of small amount of marijuana. Dennis was arrested outside of
1630 Sandusky Street and charged with possession of small amount of marijuana.
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Thomas Chaney, age 25, was arrested inside a residence in the 3000 block of
Perrysville and charged with 2 counts of former convict not to own a firearm.

Brian Sanders, age 22, was arrested in the parking lot of 255 East Ohio Street and
charged with firearms not to be carried without a license.

Terrence White, age 24, and Jonathan Williams, age 29, were arrested following a
narcotics transaction outside of 2403 Perrysville Avenue. White was charged
with possession of a controlled substance, possession with intent to deliver a
controlled substance, and delivery of a controlled substance. Williams was
charged with possession of a controlled substance.
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
