· Section 3123 (relating to Involuntary Deviate Sexual Intercourse).

· Section 3124.1 (relating to Sexual Assault).

· Section 3125 (relating to Aggravated Indecent Assault).

· Section 3126 (relating to Indecent Assault).
· Section 3127 (relating to Indecent Exposure).

· Section 4302 (relating to Incest).

· Section 4303 (relating to Concealing Death of Child).

· Section 4304 (relating to Endangering Welfare of Children).

· Section 4305 (relating to Dealing in Infant Children).
· A felony offense under section 5902(b) (relating to Prostitution and Related Offenses).
· Section 5903(c) or (d) (relating to Obscene and Other Sexual Materials and Performances).

· Section 6301 (relating to Corruption of Minors).

· Section 6312 (relating to Sexual Abuse of Children).

2. Convicted of the attempt, solicitation or conspiracy to commit any of the offenses set forth in Paragraph 1 above; or,
3. Convicted of a felony offense under The Controlled Substance, Drug, Device and Cosmetic Act, committed within the five-year period immediately preceding candidate’s application.
4. Convicted of any offense (felony, misdemeanor or summary) in any jurisdiction of the United States.
